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During the summer of 1982 my
wife and I rode our 1977 R100
to Toronto, Canada and
shipped it on a CP Air DC10 to
Diisseldorf, Germany for our
summer vacation. We were
young and adventurous and
had the vacation of our life-
time. Unbeknown to us, it
would be 19 years before we

would be back.
In spring of 2000 we started to think that

it was time to go back to Germany and
Europe and do some more European
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motorcycling. Our initial thoughts were
to find a way to economically tour on a
yearly vacation over a number of consec-
utive years hopefully starting in 2001.
We checked all the European motorcycle
tour companies and BMW dealerships to
see what the cost of renting a R1100GS
would be for a 2-4 week period. Our
results were from $100 to $125 per day.
OK for a one-time vacation, but fairly
expensive for a multi-year plan.

The other choice was to keep a motorcycle in
Europe and use it once a year for our vacation.
Through some friends, we heard of Knopf
Motorradreisen by Heidelberg, Germany. We
checked the website (knopftours.com) and
decided to contact him. After some e-mails
back and forth we decided that shipping and
storing a motorcycle with Stefan was going to
be our plan. We only needed the proper motor-
cycle and we could commit to shipping from
Orlando, Florida after Daytona Bike Week 2001.
Myron Dargus, a fellow BMWMOCM member,

filled that need with a 1996 R1100GS that was
Cont.
